Dear Diver,

Thank you for signing up to the PADI Rescue Diver course with us.

People often consider the Rescue course to be the most
challenging yet rewarding dive course they undertake. We hope
that you won't need to use your new skills but it is best to be
properly prepared if the need ever arises.

You will receive your PADI Rescue Diver online by e-mail within 48
hours, please check your junk mail if you cannot find it. Could you
please complete the knowledge reviews, quizzes and exam prior to
meeting up at Mercers Country Park.

The Rescue Diver course will be conducted at Mercers Lake which
is run by our partners at Aqua Sports. If you are not sure of the
dates you have booked then you can find them at the top of your
booking confirmation that you will have received by e-mail on the
day you booked the course. Directions to the dive site can be
found at the end of this document.

We will meet you at the dive site at 9.30am both days and aim to
be finished around 3pm.

If you need to change your dates please give us at least one
weeks’ notice by dropping us an e-mail us at
info@oysterdiving.com (subject to availability), otherwise
rescheduling fees will apply to help cover our increased costs.

Please bring along £18 entry fee per day, your e-learning score
sheet, log book, swimwear, warm clothes in winter and some
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money for air (£7 per fill - CASH ONLY). There is a D|V|NG
café selling hot and cold food but you are welcome to
bring your own food and beverages. If it is a sunny
day, please remember to bring a hat and sun cream for when we
are out of the water!

If you haven’t done so already, we do recommend purchasing
your own mask, snorkel, boots, dive computer and fins. These are
available through our dive shop and can be bought along to your
first session.

Rescue course then please ask your Instructor about the Master
Scuba Diver and Divemaster courses.

Nearest Rail Stations: Merstham or Redhill (direct
from London Victoria).

Bus: Take to 430 from Redhill bus station Platform 4 to Mill Lane in
Merstham (opposite Watercolours Housing) then it's a 12 minute
walk around the lake.

Large vehicles should approach from the A25, coming down
Nutfield Marsh Road to avoid the width restriction.

FAQ’'s
Can I bring the family?

Please do! Even if you aren’t going on the water, Mercer’s Park is a
wonderful escape, with a close-to-nature feeling. It’s a great place
to relax while other family members are on the water.

Is there a walk around the lake?

Yes there is. You can walk right round the lake, through woodland
with a wild-at-heart feel. It takes about 20 minutes and the lakeside
is a popular dog walk. The area is teeming with wildlife and we're
often visited by keen bird watchers, especially in migration seasons.
If you visit early morning in the Summer, you will be lucky enough
to catch sight of our local kingfishers. Or you may see one of our
very long-standing turtle residents basking on a old tree branch.
Although not native to the lake, we think they may have been
unwanted pets. Check in with us for tips on the best and safest
vantage points. And why not drop by for a Barista coffee at our
Lakeview cafe when you're done.

What does the café sell?

The Cafe is inside the centre with the same opening times. There is
a sunny terrace and dry lounge, offering the finest Barista-style
coffee, teas of many descriptions, snacks and cold drinks, hot
chocolate for the less sunny days, plus toasties in season.

What is the weather going to be like?
We dive all year round and underwater it doesn’t really matter what
